Mexico City earthquake, 1985

On September 19, 1985, an earthquake measuring 8.1 on the Richter scale hit Mexico. It struck at
7:19 in the morning and lasted two minutes. Hundreds of buildings collapsed after the first minute,
and thousands of people were buried in the rubble.

In the aftermath, the government was unable to cope with the emergency. The consequences of the
earthquake were enormous. It weakened the ruling political party’s grip on power, which had
remained unchallenged for decades. It gave the people a sense of power in the face of tragedy. But
it also created safety and prevention codes, which had not existed before.
