Units can be completed in any order. There are 4 units per year that are compulsory. 1 unit is Autumn 2 preparing for Christmas concerts and 1
free choice from Kapow. Each unit is five lessons, and all lessons must be completed in order. You should teach music at least 45 mins a week
or 1:30 hours every two weeks. You may also teach music in a block.

There are optional units for each year (you will see these in Kapow) but can only be completed after the first four are done. Words in brackets
is the theme. You can try to fit the units to your subject topics or have them as standalone themes to aid pre-teaching or revision.

In year 3, children must begin whole-class instrumental lessons and complete them in order. These units cannot be mixed up. You can choose

to not do unit 3 and 4 and continue Whole — Class Instrumental Units if going well. | would suggest doing these sessions in the hall.
