It has come to our attention that there is a 
WhatsApp group which has over 1100 (and 
climbing) participants at this time, and is 
made up of students predominantly from 3 
schools. The group is called “LET’S GET TO 
600” (or similar) and we are aware that 
indecent images have been shared, along 
with links to a Psychological horror game. 
  
We are asking all parents to check if their 
children are included in the group and, if so, 
have them removed. This is a safeguarding 
concern.
